. Start at the gable or rcke oppos te ofthe prevaillng wind. Th€ lead ng edge should be the !neven rib.

. ltls lmperatlve thatthe pane s be laid squareto insure proper lapp ng. N4any installere pop a cha k LLne 38" from the
gable edge mnn igfrom the ddge to the eaveto use as a 8ulde.

. Side lap proced!re- Pay carefu attentlon thatthe uneven rlb ls overlapped bythe even rib.

. End lap procedure'When long pane s afe requked. Baker L4etalWorks and Supply recommendsthe customerto
consider  lappingthe panels a min lmum of  16" t0 lnsure proper d la inage.Twonnpsof  buty lsea ant  tape should be
usedat theend !p.ndfastenedonthe!phi l  s ldeof thestr ipsofbulyseaLant tape.

. RidCe detail pro.edu.e- The appropriate rid8e cap is placed on the top closure strips (ouiside)w th butylse:laft tape
aboveand be owthecos!refastenedthrough each r lb  at  12"  oncenter .  A Longerssew {2 '12.5") is  recomrnendedto
be usedtofasten the r ldge.  Each secuon of  r idgecap needsto be overapped a min imum of  12

embedded n the panel .

. Note- f Ings from screw cutt nss must be deaned offthe pane s after strews have been appLied through the panelto
avoid rust marks or"bleedlns" onthe pane s. Storeon y ii a dry place. stackfatoi b ocks or racks to protect bottom
panels.
